“Fortunately, the child
only required monitoring

during transport since the
transport team of Dr. Anu-
pam Jaiswal and Veeresh
Tuttupad had stabilized the
patient at the local hospital in
Raipur before embarking on
the flight. Prepared for any
exigency that might arise, the
medical professionals  dili-
gently continued the ongoing
treatment without necessitat-
ing additional support dur-
ing the flight,” he added.

A six-month-old child from
Raipur in Chhattisgarh was air-
lifted to a hospital in Bengaluru
on July 2 after being diagnosed
with Hemolytic Uremic Syn-
drome (HUS), a severe medical
condition characterised by high
blood pressure and kidney
failure.

The baby, who was travelling
to Raipur with family from Can-
ada, started experiencing diar-

rhoea which rapidly escalated to
worsening kidney functions.
Doctors at Rainbow Children’s
Hospital, Marathahalli, respond-
ed to the situation and the baby
was airlifted to Bengaluru last
week. They observed that the
baby needed specialised medical
interventions such as hemodial-
ysis and plasma exchange
therapy.

“Transporting an unstable in-
fant with rapidly fluctuating
blood pressure and compromised
breathing due to excessive fluid

in the body is difficult even by
road. Air travel introduces dif-
ferent challenges as changes in
ambient pressures can lead to
rapid deterioration of
health in case of a criti-
cally ill infant,” Dr Deep-
ak Ramesh, consultant- =
paediatric, ICU, Rainbow
Children’s Hospital
explained.

Due to limited connectiv-
ity to Raipur, doctors prepared
everything a day in advance.
Packing delicate equipment such

as ventilators, ultrasound ma-
chines, monitors along with all
the medications was done ensur-
ing compatibility of all equip-
ment and connections for
use inside the aircraft,
and be prepared for an
early morning take-off
the next day. The return
journey was smooth and
the baby continues to be
in the paediatric ICU at the
hospital receiving appropriate
care.
Doctors explained that HUS is

a condition in which patients ex-
perience progressive kidney fail-
ure, along with symptoms such
as blood-stained urine, body
swelling due to fluid accumula-
tion, high blood pressure, breath-
ing difficulties, seizures, and a
sudden drop in haemoglobin and
platelet levels. When these symp-
toms occur together, they can
lead to various complications
and become life-threatening
within a short period unless im-
mediate medical attention is
sought.
